Mayor Unverzagt called for approval of the agenda with addition of two “Resolutions.”  CM Lambert moved to approve the agenda with the additions.  CM Foster voiced the second and the motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Unverzagt called for approval of the minutes of the March 6, 2024 regular council meeting.  CM Wilhelm moved to approve the minutes as presented.  CM Foster voiced the second and the motion carried unanimously.
	PUBLIC COMMENT:  Maggie Kimzey, representative for Pine Bluffs Gravel & Excavating discussed the fuel storage tanks they would like to install in Lingle at 221 W 3rd Street.  The above ground tanks would total a capacity of 40,000 gallons and be accessed by their drivers and customers via fuel pumps.  Kimzey and the council discussed various aspects of the tanks and regulations by the State Fire Marshall and EPA.  The council requested that updates on the project be submitted as the tanks are constructed and Kimzey agreed to comply.  CM Cook moved to approve the project.  CM Wilhelm voiced the second and the motion carried unanimously.     
	POLICE ITEMS:  PC Andrews reported:  Goshen IT replaced her computer today; She has attended District Court, patrolled traffic, been involved in juvenile court cases, started the process for the Reserve Officer, and is investigating a fuel theft.  
		MAINTENANCE ITEMS:  TS Ochsner reported:  The swing set has been assembled; informed the council that meter pits are beginning to fail; He discussed and proposed that the town ordinance for water service lines should state: the curb stop to the water main is the responsibility of the town and the waterline from the curb stop to the resident’s home is the resident’s responsibility.  The ordinance amendment will be reviewed thy TA Barnes.  The council voted by consensus to have TA Barnes review the amendment.  
	LVFD ITEMS:  FC Bangerter reported:  The community Easter egg hunt sponsored by the LVFD will take place at 1:00 PM March 30, 2024 in Whipple Park.  The Egg Your Yard promotion will also take place and the price to participate is $15 for the first dozen eggs and $10 for every dozen thereafter.
